Dormition Fast: This week the Orthodox Church is in the Dormition Fast (now until 
Aug. 15). This fast prepares us to celebrate the Dormition (Falling Asleep) of the  
Theotokos on August 15. During this season of fasting, traditionally we should turn 
the T.V. and radios off, and spend more quiet time in prayer and spiritual reading. 
Also, this is an ideal time to come to Holy Confession in preparation for Holy     
Communion. If you have any questions on how we, as Orthodox Christians should 
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approach these holy days, please see Father for guidance. 
 

HOLY DAY SERVICES: This week we celebrate the Great Feast of the 
Transfiguration of Christ. We will have Great Vespers and Litiya Tuesday, 
(8/5) at 7:00 pm, and the Divine Liturgy on Wednesday morning, (8/6) at 
7:30 am. As is our tradition, we will bless fruit at the end of both services. If 
you cannot make it to the Liturgy, please make every effort to come to the    
Vespers service to honor the feast in some way!  
 

Feast of St. Herman of Alaska: This Friday, August 8, we will celebrate the 
feast of St. Herman of Alaska, the first canonized saint of our American Church 
with an Akathist before his holy relics at 7:00 pm.

Pennsylvania will hold a special assembly in preparation for the upcoming   
November All-American Council.
